· Broken glass north of Residents' Beach has been cleaned up and beachgoers have been educated as well
· Trash has been minimal
· We are still finding dead birds on the beach, which is being reported to the appropriate agencies
· Have not seen any dogs on the beach lately 

· Lots of interaction with beachgoers in the past couple weeks

Staff is working with the Collier County Appraiser’s Office as well as both the City and County Growth Management Departments to determine if several properties meet code based on existing non-conforming uses:
